 You are invited to apply for entry into the 48th annual Oak Bay Tea Party Parade.  Trophies 
will be awarded in the following categories:

 Winning entries will be announced shortly after the parade during the Opening Ceremonies 
of the Tea Party at 12:30 p.m. in Willows Park, so please ensure that your entry is represented at the 
ceremonies. 
 The parade will commence from Windsor Park at 10:30 a.m. on Saturday June 5th, and 
proceed through the friendly streets of Oak Bay to Willows Park.  The parade route runs northwest 
along Newport from Windsor Park to Oak Bay Avenue, west on Oak Bay Avenue, north on 
Hampshire and Musgrave, east on Estevan, south on Beach, and finishing at Willows Park.  Vehicle 
entries should continue along Beach and return to Windsor Park to disperse.  The overall length of 
the parade route is 2.7 km. 
 All floats must be in position at Windsor Park by 9:00 a.m.  All other entries must be in 
position by 9:30 a.m. and will be judged at that time or during the course of the parade.  Ribbons will 
also be awarded for children’s decorated bicycles. 
 All entries received with a signed declaration will be accepted for entry in the parade (we 
reserve the right to make exceptions and commercial entries must include fee) so entrants do not 
need to confirm entry.  The parade order will be posted on the Oak Bay Tea Party web site:
